Continued Public Hearing #7 – NJ NATURAL GAS COMPANY, 970 Holmdel Road (site of Cornerstone Power Holmdel solar farm)  Prelim/Final Site Plan #2015-2   Block 13; Lot 14 in the OL-2 Zone.   Applicant seeks variance relief to construct a regulator station which is an additional principal use on the site; variance relief to construct the proposed regulator station within the buffer required between a non-residential use and a residential zone, where 384.25’ is required and 74.5% is proposed; variance relief for fence height in front, side and rear yard; 8’ proposed, 6’ permitted.
Planning Board 
NATALIE SAEGER, 193 Everett Road; Block 9, Lot 5.01 Preliminary and Final Major Subdivision – The applicant is requesting approval to subdivide Lot 5.01 in Block 9 into two (2) new single-family building lots.  Section 30-03 of the Development Regulations defines a “minor subdivision” as a subdivision of land that does not involve the creation of more than three (3) lots; the construction of any new streets; the extension of any off-tract improvements; or more than 500-square feet of steep slopes greater than 15%, stream corridor buffer or surface water bodies.  The site contains a tributary of Borden’s Brook and approximately 2,400 square feet of steep slopes between 15% and 25% and greater than 25%.  Therefore, Preliminary and Final Major Subdivision Approval will be required.  The site is located on the west side of Everett Road, between Mc Campbell Court and Stillwell Road, in the R-40B (Residential and Agricultural) Zone.
This application has not yet been scheduled; awaiting revised plans.
